OWe are pleased with the Ballot BoardOs agreement th&@etting It Right for Ohio’s Future is the total
package for educational and economic prosperity in Ohio,O said Jim Betts, spokesperson for the
Campaign for OhioOs Future. OWe will proceed with the petition campaign to gather enough signatures to
place the constitutional amendment on the November 6 ballot and are confident that Ohioans in every
corner of the state will support this crucial effort.O

Getting It Right for Ohio’s Future will now kick off an historic grassroots campaign, holding regional
informational and training meetings for petitioners and then launching a school district-to-district
signature-gathering campaign. The campaign will have until August 8 to collect the 402,000 signatures
needed to secure a place for the amendment on the November 6 ballot.

The proposed amendment campaign, Getting It Right for Ohio’s Future, will:

* Realistically calculate the components and cost of a high-quality education for all Ohio
public school students and require legislative action to direct the state pay more of that
cost B with constitutional checks and balances

* Create accountability for and public reporting of the results of these investments

* Reduce the number and amount of new property tax levies by shifting more of the
investment burden to the state and allowing a portion of local school taxes to increase
with inflation

* Cut property taxes for seniors and disabled citizens

* Protect state funding for school facilities, local government and higher education.
